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Victory! A Study of Elijah/Elisha

Lesson #5 – Victory Over Death
Apsbat approach life (and death) as the eternal winners which God has made us to be.
Introduction: Death impacts our life in all sorts of ways.  On your own, think of three ways that death impacts us as we live our lives.

The Text: Read 2Kings 4:8-37
1. This is a segment in which there are lots of unanswered questions.  At your table, list at least three questions which remain unanswered from this account.  
2. As always, death was kind of always in the picture. Write down three ways that “death was in the picture” impacted this account. 
3. We can only imagine this family’s emotions when Elisha raised the boy!  And, it would have affected their approach to life from that time on.  How so?  (Describe three ways.)      
4. Finish this sentence.  “In regards to life/death, in this account God teaches me …

Exploring Further:

5. During his ministry, Jesus raised several people from the dead.  Consider each of the following three segments.  Pick out at least one thought from each which will help us to deal with death as the eternal winners which God has made us to be.  (If time, point out the differences in the way Jesus deals with each of the three situations.)  
· John 11:17-44

· Luke 7:11-17

· Mark 5:21-43

6. 1Corinthians 15 explores the importance of Jesus’ resurrection more fully than any other segment of the Bible.  Read that chapter.  As you do, discover 3-5 thoughts which will lead us to deal with death as the eternal winners which God has made us to be.

7. The resurrection of Jesus is, of course, the most important event in all of history.  As we consider the resurrection accounts, we see real humans (like us) struggling to “get it,” but Jesus giving encouragement.  Consider each of the following resurrection accounts.  As you do, discover at least one thought from each segment which will help us to deal with death as the eternal winners which God has made us to be.  

· John 20:1-18

· John 20:19-31

· Matthew 28:1-10

· Luke 24:13-35

8. Closing thought:  Finish this sentence.  “I’ve been reminded today that God has defeated death, that I’m an eternal winner, that death no longer has hold on me.  I will show that in my life this coming week … 
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
